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CLASSICAL, NON-CLASSICAL, AND POST-NON-CLASSICAL RATIONALITY: STRUCTURAL CORRELATION AND EPISTEMIC
VULNERABILITY IN THE CONTEXT OF CYBER SOCIETY

Introduction. Rationality is no longer a purely academic issue. In the context of large-scale information conflicts, the digital transformation
of the public sphere, and Russia’s armed aggression against Ukraine, dominant conceptions of rationality in public discourse shape a
society’s ability to distinguish knowledge from propaganda, argument from manipulation, and expertise from rhetorical legitimation. S.
Vosoughi, D. Roy, and S. Aral have shown that false information spreads faster and more widely than truth, largely because of human
behaviour within algorithmically structured environments. Russia’s full-scale war against Ukraine is therefore not only a military
confrontation but also an informational and epistemic conflict aimed at cognitive disorientation and the erosion of truth-establishing
procedures. The aim and tasks. The article aims to substantiate the concept of structural correlation of classical, non-classical and post-
non-classical rationality as both an analytical concept and a practical criterion of cognitive security of the state in the conditions of a digital
cyber-society and informational aggression. Research methods. The study draws on Stepin’s typology of scientific rationality, Longino’s
social epistemology, Habermas’s theory of communicative and strategic action, and the approaches of Latour and Floridi to analyse the
digital environment. The concept of structural correlation is grounded in Husserl’s notion of correlation as necessary interdependence
without fusion. Research results. Classical rationality secures fact verification and an ontological reference point; non-classical rationality
enables critique of positionality and source transparency; post-non-classical rationality analyses the systemic effects of digital platforms
on public cognition. The article defines their structural correlation as a hecessary interdependence and argues that non-classical and post-
non-classical rationality are especially vulnerable to manipulation, since their reflexive concepts can be turned into rhetorical devices for
relativising facts and diffusing responsibility. The case of Russian propaganda shows how such de-instrumentalisation of rationality
undermines trust in verified knowledge. Discussion. The discussion argues that the concept of the structural correlation of rationalities
bridges the philosophy of rationality and disinformation studies by showing that epistemic chaos is effective because it disrupts the
functional interdependence of classical, non-classical, and post-non-classical rationality, an interdependence that Longino’s account of
objectivity helps illuminate as a condition of cognitive security. Conclusions. Cognitive security of the state is defined as the preservation
of conditions under which all three types of rationality function simultaneously in the public space. Three operational criteria are proposed:
whether independent fact verification retains social authority; whether algorithmic systems are transparent; and whether systemic
conditions enabling manipulation are analysed. The destruction of any pole of the structural correlation constitutes a strategic objective of
epistemic aggression and its protection is therefore not an academic but a directly social and security matter

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CONCEPTUALIZATION OF EXISTENTIAL THEOLOGY IN A HISTORIOGRAPHICAL PERSPECTIVE

Introduction. The article examines the correlation between Christian theology and existentialism. While religious and atheistic
existentialism has been studied since its emergence, the methodological and ideological correlation of existentialism with Christian
theology, especially concerning post-existentialist thinking, remains underexplored. One of the most relevant topics is the emergence and
conceptualization of existential theology. The aim and tasks. The aim of this investigation is to analyze the specifics of the correlation
and mutual influence of Christian theology and existentialism. The tasks are to scrupulously cover a wide range of both foreign and
Ukrainian sources devoted to the study of the works of representatives of existential theology, primarily Paul Tillich and John Macquarrie.
Research methods. The research methodology consists of systemic, historical, dialectical and analytical approaches, which allowed us
to objectively analyze and interpret the multifaceted processes of integration of existentialism with theology. Due to the use of comparative,
hermeneutic and contextualization methods, we managed to compare, contrast and synthesize diverse ideas, views and assessments of
researchers of the heritage of outstanding theologians, who are little known in Ukraine. Discussion. Numerous foreign studies confirm a
rather obvious arbitrariness in the definition and classification of the main postulates of religious philosophers and theologians, both
existentialists and existential thinkers, which indicates the presence of methodological contradictions in the assessment of the
phenomenon of classical existentialism in general and existential theology in particular. Conclusions. The analysis of the influence of
Paul Tillich’s ideas on theology reveals notable developments in foreign research in recent years. At the same time, Ukrainian humanities
still exhibit a significant gap in the study of the legacy of classical philosophical and theological existentialism. John Macquarrie aims to
modernize theological language and revive faith by interpreting God as the ground of possibility for all existence, or as «the power that
makes being possible.» The Scottish thinker, on the one hand, draws on existentialist methodology in addressing theological issues, while
on the other, he does not reject the constructive role of reason in defining the principles underlying the functioning of contemporary
Christian theology. The synthesis of these two approaches reflects his effort to rationalize and refine existential theology and existentialist
thought more broadly, in response to the need for their continued development and conceptual clarification.
